Title of Intervention: The Behavior Education Program (BEP)
Purpose: To reduce office discipline referrals and behavior problems in general.
Age/Grade Level: Elementary and Middle school

Materials Needed:  Someone available for target student to check-in and check-out with (paraprofessional). 2. One Daily Progress Report (DPR) form per student per day of intervention (see attached sample). 3. Reward for student checks-in ( for example, lottery ticket for weekly drawing). 4. Reward for when student reaches daily goal (small piece of candy, sticker, etc..).  
Frequency / Duration: Student checks in and out with paraprofessional daily.  Teachers provide feedback on DPR furing natural transitions throughout school day.  Parent/Guardian signs DPR form daily (Parent/Guardian participation is optional, given that research has shown BEP's effectiveness without this component).  
Intervention Script: 1. Find a paraprofessional at the school with whom the student can check-in and check-out daily.  
2.  Have the student check-in with the paraprofessional upon arriving for school.  During check-in, he/she will: 

a. Give the student his/her Daily Progress Report (DPR) form to take to classes for feedback throughout the day. (Note for younger students, paraprofessional may deliver DPR to classroom instead).

b. Make sure the student has materials needed for school.

c.  Collect DPR from previous day signed by the parent/guardian.

d.  Prompt the student to identify daily goals, and give feedback to encourage success.

e.  Praise and reward the student for checking in (for example: lottery ticket for weekly drawing).

3.  During transitions, teachers will: 

a.  Provide feedback regarding the student's behavior on DPR form byh rating the student's behavior 0, did not meet expectations, 1, somewhat met expectations, or 2, met expectations. 

b.  Hold the student to school-wide expectations of all students. 

c .  Provide verbal praise when the student meets behavioral expectations, and corrective feedback when he/she does not meet expectations. 

4.  Have the student take the DPR form to check-out with paraprofessional at the end of each school day.  During check-out, paraprofessional will: 

a.  Calculate the student's percentage of points for the day.

b.  Provide praise and reward to the student when their daily goal )80% of total points) is reached.

c. Give feedback on how to improve performance when daily goal is not reached.

5.  The student takes home the DPR form to be signed by the parent/guardian and returned the next day. 

Data Collection: Frequency of office discipline referrals can be used to assess BEP's effecttiveness.
