Title of Intervention: Charting to Improve Behavior During Specials 
Purpose: The purpose of this intervention is to reduce disruptions and increase on task behavior in special classes (i.e., music, art, etc.) using free time contingency.   

Age/Grade Level: This intervention may be used at any grade level.
Format: Check all that apply

Materials Needed:
1. Classroom chart listing rules

2. Poster board.  Down the left side of the poster number, starting with one, the number of five minute intervals in the class period.  For example, if the special class is 30 minutes long, the poster board would be numbered 1-6 down the left hand side.  Next, make five columns for each day of the week, allowing adequate space for recording student initials.  
3. On an 8½ x 11 piece of paper, list the classroom rules, including space for recording student initials (one sheet is needed per intervention period).  
Frequency / Duration: This intervention is used during each special class for the target classroom until the goal has been met.  After the goal has been met, the intervention can be slowly faded.   

Intervention Script: 

1. Establish classrom rules.

2. Post rules and discuss with class to ensure understanding.
3. Explain to students that if they are following the rules they will have an opportunity to earn free time at the end of the class period.
4. Tell the class that every 5 minutes or so you will be watching the class to see if the students are displaying expected behaviors.  
5. Using a clipboard, scan the class every 5 minutes.  Look for behavior that falls into one of the following categories: on task, off task, or disruptive. If during a scan, a predetermined amount of students are on task, mark a large check on the poster board in front of the class for that interval.  
6. If less than the predetermined percentage of students are on task, say nothing and do not award a check.  
7. If during a scan particular students are off task or disruptive, record their initials on the chart at the front of the room and give them a quiet reprimand.  If the student displays negative behaviors at another scan time, mark an "X" by their initials and give another reprimand.  Students with four or more reprimands will lose the next (or same ) days recess.  
8. If approximately 25% of students violate rules in one period, the entire class loses a chance at free time and class must put heads on desk for 3 minutes.
9. If the class earns 5 or more checks during the period, the teacher puts a large check at the top of the chart.
10. When the class has earned 2 large check marks, the teacher awards 10 minutes free time at the end of class.   
11. Gradually increase target goal.
Data Collection: Scan the class every 5 minutes.  Post a large check mark on the poster in the front of the room if the target percentage of students are on task as defined in the classroom rules (i.e. 80% of students, etc.).  Continue to conduct scans at 5 minute intervals through the end of the period.  Data is also recorded on individual students sheets who are breaking rules.   
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
