Materials Needed: Handbook outlining procedures and responsibilities of each role, large cards for team score cards, poster for a league scoreboard to post team wins and paer to tickets for the raffle.
Frequency / Duration: Every day for the first 10 minutes of class
Intervention Script: Provide training to the students.  Inform students about the procedures of the intervention.  Describe to them that they will be participating in a baseball league.  Explain that there will be team meetings every monring  for before class begins.  Tell them that there will befour members of each team.  Each team will consist of a coach, scorekeeper, manager, and pinch hitter.  Each person will have a role on the team and roles will change every three days.  The team will set a goal to achieve each day regarding how many runs they will get or the percent accuracy they need to reach.  (They will chose this goal based upon standards set by the teacher.) The team earns a run for each assignment that is turned in.  An additional run can be earned if 80% accuracy is earned and another if the team reaches its another 90% accuracy, and another run if 100% accuracy is achieved.  If the team reaches its goal it wins a game.  The win or loss will be publicly displayed on the league scoreboard.  Each individual member of the team is responsible for making an individual goal about goal completion rating on the team's scorecard.  The scorekeeper must also t their personal progress.  If they meet their goal, they will get an entry into a reffle which will be held twice each week.  Explain the responsibilities of each role.  The the students that the coach is responsible for getting the team together to set goals at the end of every team meeting and to review these goals at the beginning of every meeting.   The scorekeeper is responsible for keeping track of the team's information including individual stats, team goals, daily scores, and a goal completion rating on the team's scorecard.   The scorekeeper must also grade each assignment to determine accuracy.  The manager totals the daily team score and declares a win or loss.  The manager also awards raffle tickets for individuals meeting their goals.  The pinch hitter is an alternate for any other person on the team that may be absent.  
Data Collection:  Scorekeeper:  Total the number of assignments turned in.  Grade each assignment for accuracy.  Write down the total number of assignments turned in and the accuracy achieved on the team Scorecard.  Write done the daily team score and goal as well on the scorecard and the goal completion rating. 
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
