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Say-It-and-Move-It
Intervention Summary

Is designed to help students segment sounds of spoken words in a sequential fashion as well as make them aware of the positions of sounds in spoken words.  The teacher provides a word and children say each sound while moving a manipulative into a box. 
Materials

· One Say-It-and Move-It worksheet per child
· Two to four manipulative per child (disks, checkers, or letters)

Procedures


Baseline Data

Three baseline data points should be collected through phoneme segmentation activities, like that included in DIBELS and measuring phonemes per minute. After the baseline data have been collected, plot the data along with the goal line on the chart and give to the teacher to so he/she can plot the weekly progress monitoring data.

Intervention Steps

1. Give each child a Say-It-and Move-It worksheet and the appropriate number of manipulative. Place the manipulative on the picture of the treasure chest. 
2. Teacher: “Watch me and listen. I’m going to say a word. (Insert word here).”

3. Teacher: “Now I am going to say a word and move it.” Place your fingers on the manipulative and hold out the first sound while you move one manipulative from the treasure chest to the further manipulative to the next box while saying the next sound in the word. Repeat until all sounds in the word have been pronounced.

4. Teacher: (Insert word here) Repeat the word while moving your finger from left to right under the manipulative. 

5. Teacher: Now it’s your turn. Say (insert word her and wait for a response).

6. Teacher: “Now say it and move it.”

Progress Monitoring

Progress monitoring should be taken by measuring phonemes per minute, at least weekly. Review the progress monitoring data each week. If the progress monitoring data points are below the goal line three times in a row, the intervention plan needs to be reviewed to determine if changes in the intervention or goal need to be made. In addition, the intervention implementation checklist should be completed each time the intervention is implemented. 
Variations

Can be used with two, three, or four letter words or the intervention can be modified to include only letter sounds.
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Intervention Implementation Checklist

1. I elongated each letter sound after first saying the 
word or letter normally.
