Title of Intervention: Self Observation and Completion of School Assignments
Purpose: To increase academic productivity with self-monitoring of assignment completion.
Age/Grade Level: Grades 1 through 4
Format: Check all that apply

Materials Needed: --A sheet of paper labeled "My Work Completion Chart," with a list of the target academic subjects down the left-hand side of the page and five columns going across the page, one for each day of the week, and one copy per student per week.

--A box or tray labeled "Work Completion Box."

-- A box of tray labeled "Chart Box." 

-- A red pen and poster board entitled "We're in the Red." (3 total for the intervention period-- Week 1, Week 2, Week 3), with students names listed down the left side and five columns going across for each day of the week.

Frequency / Duration: Every day for each target academic subject.  After three weeks, the intervention should be reviewed.
Intervention Script: 1. Explain to the student(s) that they will be learning a new way of improving their grades in the selected academic subject(s) by managing their own class work. 2.  Explain that daily assignments must be at least 80% correct to be accepted as complete.  3.  Display the work completion and chart boxes, distribute the work completion charts, and explain the procedures for recording assignment completion as follows: 

a. Place completed assignments in the work completion box.

b. Put a check in the column for that day of the week and that subject on the work completion chart.

c. If there is more than one assignment that day in the subject, put additional checks in that column, corresponding to the number of assignments completed.

d. Keep work completion charts in an accessible work folder.

e. Put work completion charts in the chart box at the end of each week.

4.  Prompt students as needed to put completed assignments in the work completion box, to put a check in the column for that day of the week that the assignment is completed and to turn in the work completion chart at the end of each week.

5. After grading assignments, use a red pen to circle checks on the student's work completion charts corresponding to assignments that are 80% correct or better.  Return the charts to students on Mondays; have them record the number of red circles on their charts for each day on the preceding week's poster board.  Be sure to give lots of praise for their hard work.

Data Collection: Before the intervention begins, the teacher records the number of daily assignments completed at 80% accuracy or greater during one of more instructional periods for the student(s) for 5 to 10 days.  The "Work Completion Charts" will be used to monitor progress. The number of completed assignments will be calculated for each day and graphed by the interventionist. 
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
