Title of Intervention: Speedway to Spectacular Behavior
Purpose: Decrease the amount of disruptive behavior in a classroom.

Materials Needed: Poster board, computer access, tape.
Frequency / Duration: daily 
Intervention Script: Pre intervention phase: 1) Teacher and school personnel meet to discuss and agree upon target behaviors and the implementation of the token economy.  2) Teacher informs parents of the specifics of the program and  advises parents of ongoing progress notes.
Classsroom interventipn phase: 

 1) Teacher preps students for intervention. a) explains effect of disruptive behavior on learning, b)explains use of negative consequences and ho they do not always work, c) explains the need for all students to assume a role in classroom behavior. 

2) Teacher leads discussion to define acceptable and unacceptable behaviors and rewards.

3) Theme of Speedway and the license plates is introduced by teacher.

4) Teacher determines the number of tokens required for each item on the reward menu.

5) Teacher determines the number of license plates each behavior earns or loses.

6) Teacher posts rules for obtaining and rules for losing license plates.

7) Teacher dispenses the license plates (tokens) on a daily basis ( 25 license plates daily maximum).

8. Students are assigned license plate numbers in alphabetical order of the student's last name.

9) Teacher creases small indivdual license plates for each student using with their individual marker on it and makes 100 copies of license plates for each student.
10) Teacher gives students a large piece of poster board with 100 blank spaces where students will take their license plates for public view.

11) Teacher has own tally marker for tokens earned and lost for each student.

12) If a student loses a token, a citation is sent home for the parents.

13) If no citations are earned, all students receive extra 5 licence plates.

14) Other school personnel such as other teachers, aides, lunchroom and playground personnel would mark a "Road Tally" rule sheet placed in the teachers' lounge to inform the main teacher of any licenses earned or lost during those times. 

15) Teacher would mark off by placing a check for reward or offense and sign their name and the time/place the incident occurred next to the rules of the Road Tally.
16.  The student would be orally informed of the Road Tally results before the personnel would mark them on the Road Tally.

17) Students are allowed to redeem their license plates for rewards on a daily basis.

18) Students would be advised to bring their poster board with license plates to the refueling station.

19) A black mark would be put through used license plates so they could not be re used. 

20) As the year progresses, reward menu needs to be modified to increase demands and fade program.  The required number of license plates for rewards will be increased by 50% and 100%.  Tangible reinforcers should be decreased and priviledges should be emphasized.
