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Strategic Note Taking
Intervention Summary

Strategic notes are used to enhance comprehension of expository text. Students are given written prompts as a guide to help them catch main points and to summarize and organize information. Note taking form is unique to each story which allows the teacher more flexibility in what they want the students to get out of the reading. 
Materials Needed
· Reading material 

· Strategic note taking form 
Procedures

Baseline Data
Students should read passages and answer the ten questions (Table 1) that examine their reading comprehension of that passage. Also, students can be asked to retell the story in their own words, and number words, sentences, or phrases they include can be tabulated. After the baseline data have been collected, plot the data along with the goal line on the chart and   give to the teacher to so he/she can plot the weekly progress monitoring data.
Intervention Steps

1. After selecting the reading, create a strategic note taking form pertaining to the reading. Make sure to hit address the characters, plot, problem, and solution of the reading.
2. Have a training session with the students explaining how to use the note taking form. 

3. Model the strategic not taking form with a practice reading with “think aloud” to help convey the techniques to the students. 

4. Have the student complete the form on their own and offer any help if needed. 

5. Go over and correct any misinformation on the form. 

Progress Monitoring

Progress Monitoring should occur once or twice a week having the student answer the ten reading comprehension questions. Review the progress monitoring data each week. If the progress monitoring data points are below the goal line three times in a row, the intervention plan needs to be reviewed to determine if changes in the intervention or goal need to be made. In addition, the intervention implementation checklist should be completed each time it is implemented. 
Alternate Ideas/Variations

Students can also use it while the teacher is lecturing to help better organize and comprehend the information. This intervention can be used at Tier 1, Tier 2 or Tier 3.
